1.5 The “TEER OF ACCEPTANCE OF TENDER"” shall mean an official intimation
from the Institute to successful tenderer to the effect that his / their tender has
been accepted in accordance with the provisions contained therein.

1.6 The "WORK" shall mean all works and engagement of labour specified in the
scope of work and qualified under general and special terms and conditions.

1.7 The "CONTRACT"” shall mean the agreement between the Institute and the
contactor, duly signed by the parties to the agreement, through their authorized
representatives, for the execution of the work included in the tender document,
letter of acceptance of tender, agreed variations to the tender documents if any.
Schedule of rate and other relevant documents submitted by the contractor and
as accepted by the Institute
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2. The contractor shall appoint a skilled supervisor for monitoring the work in each shift.

3. The Supervisor/facility manager appointed by the contractor shall report to the
appointed person by the Institute who with controlling officer on day-to-day basis and
organize the work as per his directions.

In addition to
this the contractor shall furnish from time to time a complete list of employees, along
with passport size photographs and their residential address, to the security officer of
the Institute.

If and whenever any of the contractor’s employees shall, in the opinion of the officer-
in-charge of the Institute, be guilty of any misconduct or be incompetent or
insufficiently qualified or negligent in the performance of their duties or that it is
undesirable for administrative reasons for such persons to be employed in the work
comprised in the contract, the contractor if so directed, shall remove such person
from employment within a reasonable time. Any persons so removed from the work
shall be immediately replaced at the expense of the contractor by a qualified and
competent substitute.

The contractor shall be responsible for the proper behavior of all the staff employed
on the work and shall exercise a proper degree of control over them. In particular
and without prejudice to the said generality, the contractor shall be bound to prohibit
and prevent any employee from trespassing / action in any way detrimental or
prejudicial to the interests of the community or of the Institute of all consequent
claims or actions for damages or injury whatsoever. The decision of the Institute
upon any matter arising under this clause shall be final binding on the contractor.

Payment of final bill shall be made to the contractor within 30 days from the expiry /
termination of the contract, provided:

12.The contractor shall ensure for Tennis Court complex, synthetic court that after the rains

court shall be made dry with sponge rollers before courts are declared ready for playing
additional maintenance work as per advice of concerned coach.
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13.The contractor shall also ensure the following :

a. The lights of the individual courts are switched ON only before playing and switched
OFF as soon as play is closed on that court from 5.30 AM to 10 PM only.

b. Eatables, beetle, pan tobacco, chewing gum should not be allowed in the court
complex.

c. Leather shoes/ sandals are not allowed on the courts.

d. Can of the balls are opened by the players outside of the courts.

e. No chair & table permitted on the courts.

f.  Only non-marking shoes/ sneakers with white soles are allowed on synthetic courts.

g. Only non-marking shoes are allowed on wooden courts.

h. No plastic bags shall be allowed on the courts.

i. The shoes of the players are dust free before they are allowed to enter the courts.

j. No body shall be allowed on the court surfaces without proper shoes and proper kit.
Lockers should be used for storage of additional kit material.

k. The complex shall be properly locked and lights are switched OFF after the end of the

play on all days. The key shall be handed over to the designated officer of the
institute.

14.Replacement of any worker/personnel shall be provided within 24 hours from time of
intimation as and when required. Decision of Chairman SPEC, Physical Education Section &
Engineer-in-Charge, IWD IIT Kanpur will be final in the matter.

15.Withdrawal/removal of any of the worker/personnel deployed by the Contractor/ Agency shall
be binding on the Contractor/Agency and the Contractor/agency shall replace with such
worker/personnel within 24 hours of intimation.

16.The Contractor/agency will be responsible for all his employees in observing security and
safety regulations and instructions as may be issued by the Institute from time to time.

17.In case the property of the IIT Kanpur damaged or defaced due to misuse or mishandling or
carelessness by the Contractor/agency or his employees, the Contractor/agency will be liable
to replace the item at his own cost.

18.The Contractor/agency personnel deployed by the Contracting Contractor/agency will not be
treated as the Institute’s staff for any purpose whatsoever. The Contractor/agency shall be
sole.

19.Responsible for strict compliance of all statutory provisions of relevant labour laws applicable
from time to time in carrying out the above job. The Institute shall not be liable, to any
penalty under relevant rules, enactment or related regulations for which Contractor/agency is
responsible under the law.

20.The Contractor/agency shall be responsible for fulfilling the requirements of all provisions of
relevant enactments viz. The Central Minimum Wages Act 1948, The Payment of Wages Act
1936, The Contract Labour (Regulation & Abolition) Act, 1970, ESIC act & EPF act or relevant
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acts as notified by Govt. of India time to time and all other labour enactment at his own risk
and cost in respect of all staff employed by him and keep the Institute indemnified for any
action brought against it for any violation/non-compliance of any of the provisions of any of
the acts etc.

21.The Contractor/agency shall take care to maintain these sports items/equipments/office
assets/ machineries provided by PE Section to maintain the sports facilities (like 2 no’s.
hydraulic roller of 1.5 tons and 1 no. of 2.0 tons capacity, 2 no’s. toro grass cutting
machines for cricket pitch, 1 set of spray machine with 200 liters tank, 1 no. leaf
blower machine,2 no’s trolley rickshaws manually driven) properly. Malfunctioning of
any equipment shall not be entertained as excuse for unsatisfactory services. Upon end of
contract / termination thereof, the Contractor/agency is liable to return the same to IIT
Kanpur in good working condition barring normal wear and tear.

22.The Contractor/agency shall be responsible for quality cleaning and maintenance of all sports
facilities rooms offices/stores/toilets) and grounds.

23.The Contractor/agency must ensure to maintain the minimum (as requirement put in given
tender) number of manpower to meet the contractual obligation and arrange a pool of
standby cleaning staff/supervisor to meet the needs of services during any unwanted situation
such as mass absenteeism. In the event of any shortage in the minimum number of
manpower or man hours on a particular shift/day, an amount proportionate to a day’s salary
will be deducted from the monthly bill of the Contractor/agency. Proper record of daily
Biometric/ RFID attendance (electronic muster roll) of each staff must be submitted to PES
Office/competent Authority on daily basis. Contractor/agency must also submit the detailed
monthly summary of biometric/ RFID attendance of its workers along with monthly bills.

24. Any theft or damage caused due to negligence of the Contractor/agency shall be borne by
the Contractor/agency. An appropriate amount of penalty after due consideration and hearing
will be imposed by Competent Authority, IIT Kanpur or an officer nominated by him on his
behalf, and the same will be deducted from the monthly bill of the Contractor/agency.

The contractor has to supply the requirement of the material on monthly basis as per
requirement as decided by PE section. The original invoices of purchase materials shall be
submitted with monthly bills. The record of monthly statement of brought and consumed
materials duly verified by the authorized person of Chairman, PE section shall be
maintained for the record. The grass cutting machines brought at site shall be new & of
reputed brand and the invoices of the same are required to be submitted before starting
of the work. No assembled machines shall be accepted. Brush Cutter Machine & All Lawn
Mower machines supplied by the Contractor/agency shall be property of the contractor at
the end of the contract. Therefore Contractor/Agency is advised to quote the rental value
of the supplied machines.
