India, China open new
vistas in science, tech

Kanpur: The joint declaration over co-
operation on science and technology
signed between India and China in No-
vember last during the visit of Chinese
president here has opened new vistas for
technological breakthrough, feels the
three-member delegation from Chinese
embassy, on a visit to the Indian Insti-
tute of Technology, Kanpur (IIT-K) on
Thursday

“The two Asian countries together
can create real technological break-
through through a mutual faculty and
student exchange programme between
the institutions of higher education.
With focus being on fields like earth-
gquake engineering, climate change and
weather forecasting, nano-bio technolo-
gy and life sciences,” says counsellor Dr
Wang Qiming.

The counsellor assured the officials
of the student senate at [IT-Kanpur that
“it will be facilitating the student ex-

change programme and invited them to
visit institutes of higher education in
China.” And the first major step in this
direction would be participation of the
students from premier Chinese institu-
tions in the two mega events-Antargani’
an “Techkriti-hosted annually at [IT-Kan-
pur, from next vear.

Highlighting the science and tech-
nology revolution in China, the delega-
tion from the embassy told the members
of student gymkhana that “science and
technology policy in China has been a
five step evolution process. In the first
step acquisition of technology from the
developed countries was done on prior-
ity with focus being on solving the socio-
economic problems.”

“During initial stages there was lot
of emphasis on agriculture related sci-
ence and technology development, * said
senior member of the delegation. The
delegation firmly believes that they have
to focus on their resources and that is
why they have to concentrate on nano

technology and bio-technology.

In the second stage assimilation of
technology started by doing incremen-
tal development on the acquired tech-
nology, and in this passing third age we
are focussing on innovations, informed
members of the delegation. The fourth
stage would be making technological
breakthroughs aiming for global lead-
ership.

In the presentation made before the
OTians Dr Wang Qiming highlighted that
“in terms of scientific research publi-
cation and in terms of patent filing we
rank fifth in the global ranking. And the
rate at which China is progressing the :
country would overtake Germany and
will become third leading country in
terms of scientific research output.”

The Chinese feel that India is more |
advanced in the area of service sector,
but China was more strong in the man-
ufacturing field. And the combination
of two together could create real time
technological breakthroughs.
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
